Whereas the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission, in exercise of its powers conferred on it by clause (g) of
sub-section (1) of Section 86 of the Electricity Act, 2003 (Act 36 of 2003), specified and notified in the
Tamil Nadu Government Gazette dated the 18th February 2004, the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission Fees and
Fines Regulations, 2004,

And. Whereas, it is considered necessary to issue certain amendments to the said Regulations for the purpose of
removing certain difficulties in regard to making modifications to the provision for collection of fees in respect of certain
functions which were not adequately covered earlier, and the same have undergone previous publication;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by clause (g) of sub-section (1) of Section 86 of the Electricity
Act, 2003 (Central Act 36 of 2003) and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory

Commission hereby specifies the following amendments to the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission Fees and Fines
Regulations, 2004 (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Regulations);

Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission, Fees and Fines (Amendment) Regulations, 2014

1. Short title and commencement:-

(a) These Regulations may be called the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission Fees and Fines (Amendment)
Regulations, 2011;

(b) They shall come into force on the date of publication in the Tamil Nadu Government Gazette.
2. Amendment of Regulation 6 of the Principal Regulations :
In the Principal Regulation, in Regulation 6, in the Table,—
(a) for item (1) and the entry relating thereto, the following item and entry shall be substituted, namely:—

“q - Determination of grid, bulk or  0.02% of Revenue receipts in the preceding year in case of an
retail tariff existing licensee or the expected revenue receipts in the year for
which the tariff is determined by the Commission in the case of a
new licensee, as the case may be with a maximum limit of

Rs 2.5 Crores.”

(b) For item 6 (a), 6 (b) and 6 (c) and the entries relating thereto, the following item and entries shall
respectively, be substituted, namely:—

“6 (a): Miscellaneous applications filed by individuals, not covered by other listed categories Rs 1000."

“6 (b): Miscellaneous applications not covered by other listed categories and filed by any Rs 10000."
organization registered under the Companies Act, 1956 ( Act 1 of 1956) or any firm
or Other Corporate Body

“6 (c): For any Interlocutory Application in any main petition filed before the Commission Rs 500."

(c) For item 7 and the entry relating thereto, the following item and entry shall be substituted, namely:—
“7 - Miscellaneous petitions filed by associations or groups not covered by other listed categories.
“7(a) : Miscellaneous petitions filed by registered association of consumers or generators Rs 100000."
“7(b) : Miscellaneous petitions filed by other registered associations Rs 10000.”
(d) For item 7-A and the entry relating thereto, the following item and entry shall be substituted, namely:—
“7_ A : For adjudication of disputes between licensees and generating companies under 1% of the amount

to a minimum of

Rs 20,000/-
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3. Amendment of Regulation 9 of the Principal Regulations:

In the principal Regulations, in Regulation 9, in the Tablej, for items (b) (i) and (b) (i) and the entries relating thereto,
the following items and entries shall respectively, be substituted, namely:—

“(b) (i) Annual License Fees - Transmission Rs 500/MW of capacity available at the end of the
previous year subject to a minimum of Rs 50,000/-."

“(b) (ii) Annual License Fees - Distribution 0.02 paise per unit of electricity proposed to be sold
during the year subject to a minimum of Rs 20 lakhs

and maximum of Rs 2 Crore ."
