Amendments to the Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission - Conduct of Business Regulations, 2004

(Notification No.TNERC/CBR/1-2, dated 18-3-2019)
No. VI(2)/53/2019.

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (zk) of sub-section (2) of Section 181 read with sub-section (1)
of Section 92 of the Electricity Act, 2003 (Central Act 36 of 2003) and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, the
Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission hereby makes the following amendment to the Tamil Nadu Electricity
Regulatory Commission — Conduct of Business Regulations, 2004, the draft of the same having been previously published
as required by sub-section (3) of Section 181 of the said Act.

AMENDMENT .

In the said Regulations, in regulation 31, for sub-regulation (6), the following sub-regulation shall be substituted,
namely;-

“6) (a) All orders of the Commission shall be deemed to have been communicated to the parties from
the date of hosting of the same in the website of the Commission and for the purpose of compliance of the
orders of the Commission by any party, the downloaded copy of the order of the Commission, as attested by
the counsel for any of the parties to the proceedings before the Commission with his name, seal along with
enrolment number, is deemed to be sufficient for such compliance and shall be accepted and acted upon by a
party which is required to comply with the orders of the Commission.

(b) In all cases concerning initiation of proceedings by any affected or interested person under Regulation
16(1) of the Conduct of Business Regulation consequent to the direction of the High Court or any other forum,
the downloaded and printed copy of the order of the High Court or any other forum and attested by the counsel
for any of the parties before the Commission with his name, seal along with enrolment number shall be deemed
to be sufficient for initiating such proceedings under Regulation 16(1) of the Conduct of Business Regulation,
subject to verification of authenticity of the same with the website of such Forum by the designated officer”.

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

In order to avoid difficulties caused due to delay in the issue of certified copies of orders / judgements, the
Hon'ble High Court of Madras in its order dated 8-1-2019 in WM.P.No.5 of 2019 in W.P.No.5 of 2019 in the matter of
Thiru. P.Gunasekara Senthil Vs AEE/O&M, TANGEDCO, Palayamkottai, Kangeyam, Tiruppur District evolved an alternate
mechanism to avoid inconvenience to the litigant and the learned counsels appearing for the parties. The relevant portions
of the order / judgements of the High Court of Madras are re-produced below.

XXXXXXXXX

1.7 it svmissiensvessis The respective learned counsels appearing for the parties to the lis can download
the orders / judgement copies from the official website of the Hon’ble High Court of Madras and the copy of
the order shall be attested with the Name and Seal of the learned counsel on record along with the enroliment
number and communicate the same to all the parties concerned for implementation of the orders / judgements
of this Court. In the event of communicating any such orders / judgements downloaded and printed from the
official website of the Hon'ble High Court of Madras, the authorities concerned / competent are bound to receive
the same and verify the authenticity of the copy of the order with the official website of the Hon’ble High Court
of Madras and thereafter, initiate action for effective implementation without any further delay.
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12. It is clarified that the authorities concerned cannot reject or refuse the printed copy of the downloaded
orders / judgements communicated by the respective learned counsels. All concerned officials are directed to
acknowledge all such orders / judgements and act accordingly. In the event of any violation in this regard, the
persons aggrieved are at liberty to approach the court by filing an appropriate ‘application for violation of the
Court Orders / judgements.”

2 The Commission has decided to incorporate the above procedure in its TNERC - Conduct of Business Regulations
for the initiation of proceedings before this Commission based on the orders / directions of the Hon’ble High Court and
further extend it for compliance of its orders. It has also been decided by the Commission that the date of hosting
of the orders of the Commission shall be the date on which such orders are communicated to the parties concerned.

3. The proposed amendment seeks to give effect to the above decisions.
