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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

In accordance to the proviso to sub-regulation (2) of Regulation 1 of Commission’s Forecasting, Scheduling, and Deviation
Settlement and Related Matters for Wind and Solar Generation (FSDSM) Regulations, 2019, the provisions relating to Commercial
Arrangements and the provisions regarding Deviation Charges and penalty, should have come into force six months after the
commencement of the Regulations i.e from 21-9-2019. Representations were received from stakeholders including Tamil Nadu
State Load Despatch Centre to extend the date of implementation of commercial mechanism such that time is available for trial
run after installation of hardware, software and all activities required for implementation of the Deviation Settiement Mechanism.
It is therefore proposed to amend the proviso to sub-regulation (2) of Regulation 1 of the FSDSM regulations, so as to enable
the Commission to notify the date of coming into force of the commercial mechanism on completion of all required activities for
implementing the Deviation Settlement Regulations.
